is easier if the vehicle is clean and free of debris. For your safety, and to ensure a satisfactory installation, perform all installation steps correctly in the
sequence shown.

Installation Instructions:

1. Shift vehicle transmission into PARK. Turn key to OFF position and remove from vehicle.

2. Carefully remove Windshield Panels from box and place on a clean flat surface that won’t scratch the Panels. We recommend
leaving the protective film on both sides of the Windshield Panel during assembly and only partially peeling it back in locations
where mounting components are attached. Protective film may be clear on one or both sides which can be difficult to see.

3. Leave all hardware finger tight to allow for adjustments and tighten as indicated during final steps.

4. Attach the two 2.00” Diameter Clamps [ltem 4] to the top half of the Upper Panel and the four 1.75” Diameter Clamps [ltem 3] to
the lower half of the Upper Panel as shown. The Kolpin logo on the 2.00” Diameter Clamps should face outside the vehicle. The
Kolpin logo on the 1.75” Diameter Clamps should face upwards. See lllustration 1-1.
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5. Remove the two OEM Screws located behind the center console as shown below. Keep Screws for later use.

6. Attach the Upper Panel assembly to the vehicle Roll Cage. Loosely install the hardware into each Clamp. The rubber Clamp
Spacers [Items 5 &6] will be installed in later steps. See lllustration 1-3.
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7. Attach the Lower Panel to the Upper Panel as shown. The Lower Panel should be attached to side facing the front of the vehicle
on the Upper Panel. See lllustration 1-4.

8. Re-install the OEM Screws from Step 5 into the lower two holes of the Lower Panel. See lllustration 1-5.
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Insert one 1.6mm Thick Clamp Spacer [ltem 5] into each of the 2.00 Diameter Clamps [Item 4] on the Upper Panel. See lllustra-

tion 1-6.

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10. Insert one 1.6mm Thick Clamp Spacer [Iltem 5] AND one 4.6mm Thick Clamp Spacer [Item 6] into each of the 1.75 Diameter

Clamps [Item 3] on the Upper Panel. See lllustration 1-7.

Assure the Windshield is aligned evenly before tightening hardware.

Tighten all hardware to the torque specification below.

DEATH. REMOVE WINDSHIELD OR TRANSPORT VEHICLE IN ENCLOSED TRAILER.

2. UTVs ARE TO ONLY BE DRIVEN WITH CLEAN WINDSHIELDS FOR DRIVING VISIBILITY. IF DIRT OR DEBRIS
ACCUMULATES ON THE WINDSHIELD WHEN RIDING, STOP THE UTV AT THE NEXT SAFE LOCATION ON
THE TRAIL TO CLEAR OFF THE WINDSHIELD BEFORE YOU RESUME RIDING.

3.  ONLY INSTALL WINDSHIELDS THAT ARE DESIGNED FOR THE MAKE AND MODEL OF THE UTV. INSTALLA-
TION OF A WINDSHIELD THAT WAS NOT DESIGNED FOR THE UTV MAKE AND MODEL CAN IMPACT WIND-
SHIELD DURABILITY AND PERFORMANCE.

4. READ AND UNDERSTAND WINDSHIELD INSTRUCTION SHEETS AND UTV OWNER MANUAL BEFORE WIND-
SHIELD INSTALLATION OR OPERATING THE VEHICLE.

5. PERIODICALLY CHECK FOR WEAR AND TIGHTNESS OF ALL FASTENERS. ALWAYS INSPECT BEFORE AND
AFTER RIDING OR TRAILERING. REPLACE OR RE-TORQUE FASTENERS AS NECESSARY.

Windshield Cleaning Information:
®  Remove all dirt, mud, dust and debris from Windshield with water before cleaning.

e  Use a mild soap or dishwashing detergent along with a soft sponge or soft cotton cloth to clean Windshield surface. Do not apply in direct sun-
light. Rinse with water immediately and dry with a soft cotton cloth or chamois.

®  Always test cleaning agents in a small inconspicuous area prior to cleaning entire panel.
o Never use Windshield cleaning fluids (409, Windex, etc.), gasoline, high alkaline cleaners, or solvents.

®  Never use abrasives, brushes, razor blades, scrapers, squeegees, gloves or dirty cloths.
