3. Attach the two Polaris UTV Lock & Ride Plunger    

Anchors (item #10) to the mounting bracket as shown. 

(See illustration 1-3). Note, do not tighten turn 

knobs at this step. 

4. The Kolpin Ranger Chainsaw Mount can be installed 

in many mounting positions on your cargo bed.      

Position and place the mounting bracket into the cargo 

bed Lock & Ride holes as shown. Tighten the turn 

knobs to secure the assembly to the bed. (See       

illustration 1-4). Note, the place the plastic washers 

on top of the metal bracket, under the turn knobs. 

5. The Chainsaw Mount can be installed with the door 

opening facing outside the Ranger bed or inside the 

Ranger bed, as shown. (See illustrations 1-5 and        

1-6).

6. The Ranger chainsaw mount will fit on General 

cargo beds. The General has wider bed sides 

along with tapered inside walls. Place the 

bracket (item #9) at the rear holes of the cargo 

bed on either side. The hinged plate assembly 

will fit when rotated 45° as shown. The saw or 

handle tool items will be placed on outside of 

bed. (See illustration 1-7). 

7. The bracket (item #9) can be trimmed to allow 

the saw or handle tool items to be placed inside 

the General cargo bed. Mark and trim the 

bracket as shown. Sand and paint the exposed 

metal with black paint. The bracket can then be 

placed with hinged plate assembly facing     

towards interior of General bed, into many of the Lock 

& Ride holes. (See illustrations 1-8, 1-9 and 1-10).

8. The Chainsaw mount is designed to carry your saw safely and securely while 

keeping your UTV bed open for other necessities. The mount is also designed to 

carry yard tools with a handle, example shovel, in the round groove opening on 

hinged door (item #1). (See illustration 1-11). 

9. The hinged plate assembly has a hand turn knob (item #4) that provides clamping 

force to hold saw or shovel. To open, loosen the hand knob and pivot the hand 

knob to release the hinged door plate. (See illustration 1-12). Note, the flanges on 

the front plate are designed to help keep branches from hitting and possibly 

opening the hand knob. 

10. Place the saw into the hinged door assembly and push the front plate closed. 

Swing the hand knob into the lost in the front plate and tighten securely. Tighten 

the turn knobs to secure the assembly to the bed. (See illustrations 1-12, 1-13 and 

1-14). Note, the large flat washer (item #5) provides bearing surface between 

the hand knob and hinged door.  

11. The saw bar can be clamped by the door on either end of the base or in the      

middle. More clamping area is found on each end. (See illustrations 1-13, 1-14 and 

1-15).
