4. ONLY INSTALL WINDSHIELDS THAT ARE DESIGNED FOR THE MAKE AND MODEL OF THE UTV.  INSTALLATION OF A WIND-

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Installa<on Prep: 

1. To facilitate installa"on, make sure that your vehicle is clean and free of debris. 

2. All direc"ons referring to right and le? are when the rider is si@ng on the machine. 

Installa<on:  

1. Remove Lower Windshield (Item 1) from the box and set on a clean flat surface with the protec"ve film s"ll in tact. 

2. On the boBom edge, peal back ~2 inches of protec"ve film from the inside and outside surfaces.  Press the Bulb Seal (Item 7) 

into posi"on along the boBom edge and cut the Bulb Seal to length using shears or a wire cuBer.  See Illustra"on 1-1. 

3. Assemble (2) Clamps, (Item 2) on both sides to the Windshield (Item 1) using (4) M6 x 18mm BuBon Heads (Item 3), (4) M6 

Lock Washers (Item 4), and (4) Dome Shoulder Washers (Item 5).  Do not "ghten at this "me to ease installa"on onto the vehi-

cle.  For proper fitment ensure “Kolpin” is facing outward on the clamps.  See Illustra"on 1-2. 

Note:  Only assemble the clamps to the windshield, do not assemble the 3rd 

fastener on the clamp at this <me.  As the result, the male half of the clamp will 

be hanging freely.  

4. Ensure the clamps are open. With one person on the drivers side and one 

person on the passengers side, li? and posi"on the Windshield assembly 

onto the ROPS with the boBom edge formed to the hood.    

5. Insert (1) Clamp Insert (Item 6) between the ROPS and the clamp.  Repeat 

for both clamps.  See Illustra"on 1-3. 

6. Assemble the clamp around the ROPS using (1) M6 x 18mm BuBon Head 

(Item 3), (1) Lock Washer, (Item 4).  Repeat for both clamps. See Illustra"on 

1-3 & 1-4. 

7. Tighten all  hardware to  specifica"on.
