INSTALLATION INSTRUCTONS

1. Using a pry tool remove the rubber hangers from the frame mount on the driver and passenger side of the frame.
See Photo 1 and 2. Retain the stock hangers for reuse.
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Remove the rubber hangers. Remove the rubber hangers.

2. Support the stock muffler and remove the muffler using a 15mm socket to loosen the inlet tube muffler clamp. See

Photo 3.
3. Remove the muffler from the vehicle. See Photo 4.
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Loosen the muffler clamp. Remove the muffler from the vehicle.

4. Remove the stock rubber hangers from the muffler if they are still attached. See Photo 5.
5. On 4cyl models the stock passenger side muffler hanger bracket can be reused. For 6¢cyl models the supplied brack-
et will need to be installed with the supplied hardware. Install the supplied passenger side frame bracket as shown

with the supplied hardware with a 13mm wrench. See Photo 6.
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Remove the rubber gromet. On 6¢yl equipped models, install bracket.




6. Install the clamp and muffler onto the inlet tube. See Photo 7.

7. Install the mufflers mounts into the mounts on the driver and passenger side with the stock rubber muffler hangers.
See Photo 8 & 9.
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Install the clamp and muffler. Install the muffler into the frame mounts.

8. Tighten the muffler clamp on the stock exhaust tube to muffler using a 15mm socket.

9. Install the driver and passenger side exhaust tubes using the supplied clamps. Position as needed to clear the
bumper and any other components and tighten using a 15mm socket. See Photo 10 & 11. The exhaust exit tubes
can be tack welded to the muffler outlets if needed to ensure they do not move.
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& Install exhaust tubes.
