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Set ScrewsSet Screws

- Completely clean off all oil, grease, or dirt on Shaft in highlighted area.
- Completely clean oil from seating area of Carrier Bearing.
- Apply supplied green retaining compound to Shaft.
- Install new Bearing.
- Use supplied blue Loc-Tite on Set Screws; tighten completely.
- Must cure 24 hours before next step.
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-	 Install Top to Bottom.
-	Use supplied blue Loc-Tite on bolts.
-	Pump 4 to 5 shots of Grease into Carrier Bearing.

-	Reconnect Shafts; OE Shafts have a green or other color alignment mark. Marks must be inline after 
installation of Bearing Carrier. Failure to align will cause vibration and premature wear.

-	Reinstall Front Prop Shaft Yoke hardware.
-	Reinstall Console Panels.

-	 Install Bottom to Frame with hardware shown. Hand tighten hardware.
