1) Connect the Swivel Plate Assembly to the Lift Arm Assembly via the 5/8” Bolt (#2), Washer (#3), Nylock Nut (#4) and
pivot ring (#1) shown in (Figure 3). Tighten the 5/8” hardware securely but do not over tighten such that the swivel
plate no longer moves side to side.

2) Attach the Pivot Lever Support Bracket (#29) to the Lift Arm Assembly via the 3/8” Bolts (#8) and washers (#11)
included in your kit (Figure 4).

3) Attach the Pivot Lever Risers (#30) to the Lift Arm Assembly via the 3/8” Bolts (#8) and washers (#11) included in
your kit (Figure 5) Do not tighten the 3/8” hardware at this time, it will be tightened after Step 4.

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4) Attach the Pivot Lock Lever (#28) to the Pivot Lever Risers (#30) (Attached in Step 3) via the 1/4” Bolt (#14), washer
(#15), Nylock Nut (#16) and Aluminum Spacer (#18) included in your kit. (Figure 6). Tighten the 1/4” hardware such
that the Pivot Lock Lever can still move freely. You can now tighten the 3/8” bolts from the previous step to secure
the Pivot Risers. Using needle nose pliers, attach the Lock Lever Spring (#17) to the nose of the Pivot Lock Lever
(#28) and the slit in the Pivot Lever Support Bracket (#29). The Pivot Lock Lever should move freely when the handle
is depressed and return promptly when released.

5) Install the Winch Attachment Bracket (#27) using the 3/8” Bolts (#8) and washers (#11). (Figure 7)

6) Install the blade Stop Blocks (#19) using the 3/8” Bolts (#9), Washers (#11), and Nylock Nuts (#13) included in your
kit (Figure 8). There are four different positions of the stop block that can be used depending on the angle you want
your blade to rest at. Rotate the stop block to achieve the desired position. At this point your Plow Push Tubes are
completely assembled. Continue to Step 7 for Blade Assembly.

11) Install your Skid Feet (#20) using the 5/8” Flat Washers (#3) and the Rubber Bushings (#21) included in your
kit (Figure 13). The height of the Skid Feet can be adjusted by adjusting the location of the skid feet and
washers from the bottom of the bracket to the top. Secure the Skid Feet using the included snap ring (#24).
(Not Shown). The cotter pin goes through the hole located on the blade support bar and should be bent to
keep it from being removed.

12) Install your Blade Return Springs (#22) using the Eye Bolts (#23) and 3/8” Regular Nuts (#12) included in
your kit. The spring eyelet inserts into the Swivel Plate on one end and into the 6” Eye Bolt on the other end
(Figure 14). Tighten the 3/8” (#12) Regular Nuts to add tension to the springs. If your blade tends to tip
forward while plowing you can increase the tension to hold the blade upright.

13) Install your Plow Flag Markers (#25) using the included 1/4” Bolts (#42), Lock Washers (#43) and Nuts (#44).
Adjust the angle to the desired position for best viewing. (Figure 15)

Blade position
Your plow is designed to shift into five (5) different angle positions. Simply step on the angled piece of the Pivot
Lock Lever (#28) so that it rises above the Swivel Plate and position the blade to the desired location. Release
your foot and verify that the locking mechanism is fully seated in one of the five (5) Swivel Plate slots.

Raising and Lowering your Plow
Your plow requires a winch to raise and lower your blade. Simply install a winch and attach the clevis hook to the
eye bolt in the center of your lift arm assembly. We suggest using our MotoAlliance Plow Strap, which is designed
to spread the weight of the plow blade over a 2” surface area. This will greatly extend the life of your cable. We
also recommend plowing with one of our VIPER ELITE series with automatic braking system to lock the plow in
place.

Long Distance Travel
If you plan on driving ¥2” mile or more without plowing, we suggest attaching the plow to your UTV frame with a
bungee cord to minimize the bouncing action on the plow and preserve your UTV shock and spring system.
Throwing Snow

4) Attach the Pivot Lock Lever to the Pivot Lever Risers using the 4" x 1.5” Hex bolt, 74” Washers, ¥4” Aluminum Spacer
and 2" Nylock Nut as shown in Figure 4.

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5) Install the Lock Lever Spring between the Pivot Lock Lever and Pivot Lever Support Bracket using a needle nose
pliers as shown Figure 5.

6) Install the Stop Blocks using the 3/8” x 1.5” Hex Bolts, 3/8” Flat Washers, and 3/8” Nylock Nuts. Note that the hole in

the Stop Block is a different distance from each of the four edges of the Stop Block. By adjusting which of the four
faces is pointed forward the plow blades resting position can be changed. Begin with the shortest distance facing

forward and adjust if necessary. See Figure 6.

9) Attach the 10" Springs to the Swivel Plate with the hook pointed toward the blade as shown in Figure 9.

10) Attach the top end of the 10" Spring to the 3/8” Eye Bolt and then insert the threads of the 3/8” Eye Bolt through
the mount plate welded to the Plow Blade. Secure the Eye Bolts using a 3/8” Flat Washer and two 3/8” Hex Nuts on
each Eye Bolt. Alternate tightening the first 3/8” Hex Nut until the 10” Springs are taught. Tighten the second 3/8”
