Lg. Spacers (U), and 35mm Lg. Spacer (T). See

Select desired lift setting and reinstall Shocks
with M10-1.50 x 70mm Lg. FHCS and M10-
1.50 Nylock Nuts. See Front Lift Settings, page

1. Install Rear Inner Bracket (H) to inside of Shock Mount and Frame. Secure to Frame with M8-1.25 x
30mm Lg. Self Tapping Bolt. Install 25mm Lg. Spacer (V) at this time. See Step 1 on page 8.

2. Rear Outer Bracket (G) to outside of Shock Mount. Insert Shock at this time and secure Rear Inner
and Outer Brackets (H)(G) with M12-1.75 x 55mm Lg. FHCS and M12-1.75 Nylock Nut. See Step 2
on page 8.

3. Install Left Rear Clamp Block (J) over Frame and to Rear Outer Bracket (G) with M8-1.25 x 60mm Lg.
FHCS and M8-1.25 Nylock Nuts. See Step 3 on page 8.

- Secure Shock with M12-1.75 x 55mm Lg. FHCS and M12-1.75 Nylock Nut. See Step 3 on page 8.

- Join Rear Inner and Outer Brackets (H)(G) with M8-1.25 x 25mm Lg. FHCS and M8-1.25 Nylock
Nuts. See Step 3 on page 8.

4. Tighten hardware completely and repeat steps for opposite side.
